Tiptree based and established in 2006,Make Thyme For Paws offer a friendly and
pampered service for your pet or pets.

Outdoor rabbits, and small pets are housed in the boarding summer house or if

preferred indoors in individual hutches/cages. Make Thyme For Paws asks that if
boarding small pets they remain in their own cage.

Depending on the British weather, daily exercise is given in outdoor runs, with toys,
wooden arch and an area to hide away. Please be reassured that a pet is never left
unattended.

Fresh hay, vegetables, herbs, and forage (organic produced used), are given daily, as
well as a daily clean, if need-be. Dishes and water bottles can be provided, however,
if you would prefer, you can bring along these items, please clearly mark these with
your pet’s name. If your pet uses a litter tray, please also bring this along. Ice pods
in the summer and heat pods during the winter are provided.

Due to a pet's delicate digestive system and if on a special diet to bring along
sufficient quantities of their special diet for the duration of their stay. A sudden
change in diet may lead to your pet experiencing an upset tummy.

Should your pet be taken ill,Make Thyme For Paws will try to contact you or your
emergency contact; if you have signed and given authorisation to contact your



veterinary surgery Make Thyme For Paws will contact these on your behalf, of
course with prior contact with you or your emergency contact. ANY VETERINARY
COSTS INCURREDWILL BE PAYABLE BY THE OWNER.

Additional Information

Since starting Make Thyme For Paws, I have gained the following qualifications:
holistic animal healing, animal assisted therapy; animal behaviourist and pet
psychology. If you feel you and your pet could benefit from any of these, or
interested in further information, please do ask.

The cost are as follows: -

*Holistic Animal Healing: £10
Animal Assisted Therapy: £15 for a 45 minute session.
Pet Psychology: £15 for an hour session; £10 for half an hour session.
Animal Behaviour: £15 for an hour session; £10 for half an hour session.

*Complementary therapy by maximising an animal’s natural healing ability. Please note, that any medical condition
should be first identified by your vet; the two healing processes can work side-by-side.

I am happy to travel to you, however a distance over 3 miles will incur an additional
cost of .25p per mile.



Boarding Pricing

Rabbit: £4.50 per night.
Bonded Rabbits: £7.50 per night.

Guinea Pig: £4.00 per night.
Bonded Guinea Pigs: £6.50 per night.

Small Pets: £2.00 - £3.00 per night. Please can your pet come with their own
housing.

Bonding: £10.50 per night.
(I cannot guarantee that bonding will be successful during the dates booked, minimum of 6 nights.)

Pet Grooming: £5.50 per pet.
Nail Clipping Only: £4.50 per pet.

Rabbits or guinea pigs boarding more than 2 weeks, get a 10% discount.
Rabbits or guinea pigs boarding over 3 weeks, get a 15% discount.

Home visits for pets, including cats and dogs: £10.50 for 2 trips a day within a 3
miles radius. Additional visits please enquire; any distance over 3 miles will incur an
additional cost of .25p per mile.

Vaccinations (rabbits)

Make Thyme For Paws does ask that your rabbit be vaccinated against
myxomatosis, R(V)HD and R(V)HD2, and confirmation will be needed.

Health
Regular health checks are carried out, however, if your pet has any signs of illness,
disease, pregnancy or an injury which has not been identified beforehand, the right to
refuse boarding comes into play.

Should there be signs of fly-strike or fleas and treatment is required, then additional
cost will incur. Fly-strike will be treated with Rearguard, or a natural alternative.
